Addressing the inaugural
function of the Indian Dairy
Association’s 49th three-day
Dairy Industry Conference at
Gandhinagar, Rupala said,

potential to ensure milk and
dairy security for the world.
Theneed of the hour istofocus
on breed improvement. With
an average milk production of
2.5-3litres per cattle, we are the
largest milk producer in the
world. Imagine India’s position
in the dairy industry if we can
increase productivity to 10 1it-
res. We need to take up breed
improvementonmissionmode
to realize this goal and take the
dairy industry to new heights
in AmritKaal.”

R S Sodhi, president of the
Indian Dairy Association, said,
“The last time Gujarat hosted
the Dairy Industry Conference
was at Anand in 1996. The pro-
gressmade by the dairy indust-
ry since then is unmatched. At
the time, India’s milk produc-
tion was only 71million tonnes,
which has increased to 222 mil-
lion tonnes. “India’s milk pro-
duction has increased by three
times, but in Gujarat, it has

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Malnutril;i_ori cases stagnate despite rise
in food production: Prof Ramesh Chand

DESPITE INDIA doubling its per
capita food productionin the past
50 years, cases of malnutrition
andanaemia continue tostagnate,
said Professor Ramesh Chand,
NITI Aayog member, while ad-
dressing the 49th Dairy Industry
Conference at Gandhinagar
Thursday.

“In 50 years between 1971
and 2021, the per capita aggre-
gate food production — a sum of
nine food items, including cere-
als, edible oil, pulses, milk, meat,
fish, egg, sugar — in India almost
doubled. In 1971, India was pro-
ducing one kilogram of food per
person per day. But now we are

producing two kilogram of food
per person perday... asignificant
portion of it goes to exports...
growth rate in the recent years
has accelerated further,” Chand
said while delivering the Dr
Kurien Memorial Oration.

Chand said despite the high
growth in per capita food produc-
tion, malnutrition and anaemia
amongwomen have notbeenad-
dressed. Citing Food and Agricu-
Iture Organisation (FAO) data, he
said, “In 1979-80, about 38 per
cent of the population of India
was found to be undernourished
or hungry. Five years ago, it had
come down to 16 per cent.”

“As much as 50 per cent of
womenin the states that saw the
greenrevolutionare anaemic. We
need to analyse why we are not

able to make further improve-
ments in nutrition,” he added.

Suggesting that emphasis
should be on providing options
like dairy, pulses, eggs and fishes,
Chand said, “Preference of the
people fo consume cereals is de-
clining... Even after we gave 40 per
cent of the cereal supply to two-
third of the country, the percent of
undernourished populationisnot
improving. So, if we want to im-
prove nutrition, we will have to
provide food items that people
would want to consume.”

White revolution
Breaking down India’s agri-
culture growthinto different seg-
ments, Chand said, “If the growth
in agriculture over the past 50
years is looked at, the share of

greenrevolution (progressin ce-
reals), is 13.23 per cent. But the
contribution of milk is 25 per
cent. So, the contribution of
whiterevolutionis double that of
the green revolution in the
growth of agriculture.”

“Contribution of poultry to the
total growth of Indian agriculture
in the past 50 years is as high as
the contribution of wheat. The
contribution of poultry is 63 per
cent... This differential rate of
growth has changed the total pic-
ture of agriculture. The share of
the crop sectoris shrinking, while
the shares of livestock and dairy
areincreasinginabig way,” Chand
said adding that diversification
would have been higher had the
government not provided support
or subsidies to the crop sector.
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Hunt for new overseas market to
export milk: NIT| Aayog member

BY NEXT year India will account
for25 percent of the world's total
milk production and, therefore,
the dairy industry must hunt new
overseas markets to export milk,
NITI Aayog member Professor
Ramesh Chand said Thursday.

Addressing the inaugural ses-
sion of the Indian Dairy
Association’s (IDA) 49th Dairy
Industry Conference and Expoat
Helipad Grounds in
Gandhinagar, Chand said, "About
25 years ago, the United States
used to produce more milk than
us. But we have left them behind
so far that we now produce al-
most double the milk they pro-
duce. We will produce 25 per
centofthe total milk produced in
the world next year."

“While the milk production in
India is growing at six per cent, the
population growth rate is just one
per cent. So you can just guess the
per capita availability of milk in
termsof nutrition. If the growthrate
of dairycontinues at the same pace,
we will have to look for new over-
seasmarkets tosell milk,”headded.

Stating that the per capita
availability of milkin India crossed
420 grams per day in 2020-21,
Chand said, “We have crossed this

milestone for the first time. Now
the growth of demand is not go-
ing to be the same.”

Listing the challenges for
India, which accounts for less
than one per cent of the global
dairy exports, Chand said, “The
concern in the dairy sectoris the
use of chemicals... For maintain-
ing the quality of milkand for ex-
ports, it is important that we
need toregulate the use of chem-
icals used in dairies.”

‘Dairy market to touch
Rs 30 lakh cr by 2027’

Pointing out that India is one
of world's largest and fastest

growing dairy markets, Meenesh
Shah, chairman of the National
Dairy Development Board
(NDDB), said, “Today our dairy
market is worth Rs 13 lakh crore,
which is likely to more than dou-
ble to Rs 30 lakh crore by 2027.”

When the Dairy Industry
Conference was last held in
Gujarat 27 years ago, India's milk
production was about 70 million
metric tonnes, which has tripled
since then.

“Looking ahead, even by con-
servative estimates, in the next25
years, milk production would
reachmore than 600 million met-
rictonnes. Thiswould belittle less

than the global milk production
in2027" he said.

India is expected to have 100
million metric tonnes of surplus
milk by 2027, said Shah while si-
multaneously listing out “uncom-
petitive prices, the prevalence of
diseases, lack of traceability, sani-
taryand phytosanitary measures,
low visibility of domestic prod-
ucts” as some of the challenges

Speaking for the first time at
a public function after being
ousted from the Gujarat
Cooperative Milk Marketing
Federation (GCMMF), R S
Sodhi, president of the Indian
Dairy Association, said, “The
biggest challenge that we face
is low productivity... there is
fodder shortage and the prices
arerising.”

Citing competition from ve-
gan products and those who
want to import milk and milk
products to India at zero duty as
another challenge, Sodhi said,
“We are happy that the
Government of India has not yet
allowed import of milkand milk
products at zero duty, and we
hope that we continue to stick
with the same policy.”

Union  Minister  for
Cooperation Amit Shah is ex-
pected to address the three-day
conference on Saturday.

AsIndia tops world milk produc-
tion with a 23 per cent share in
the global output, it is the free
marketing model for milk that
has helped the countryachieve a
broad-based growth in the dairy
sector, Ramesh Chand, member
of NitiAayog, said.

Inaugurating the 49% Dairy
Industry Conference & Expo of
the Indian Dairy Association
(IDA) at Gandhinagar, Chand
said the credit for India’s global
leadership in the dairy space
goes to co-operatives. He said
the absence of restrictive regula-
tions on milk marketing and
trade fuelled growth for Indian
dairy.

“If there was APMC-kind of

restrictions on milk, perhaps
milk would not have seen the
growth it has seen. Farmers are
free to sell milk in the village to
the cooperatives ortothe private
players. That freedom and ab-
sence of restrictions by the law
havebeenveryfavourablefor the
growth of this sector. Because of
this reason, the share of dairy in
farmers’ income has increased
from 14 per cent in 2007 to 24
per centin2021,”he said.

EXPORT MARKETS

Chand said India’s annual dairy
production growth ( 6 per cent)
issixtimes higher than the popu-
lation growth rate of about 1 per
cent. “According to nutrition ex-
perts, a healthy person needs
380ml of milk per day. Consider-
ing the spoilage, the per capita
production should be around

420 ml per day. As a country, we
crossed this important mile-
stone in 2020-21 and our pro-
duction is above the recommen-
dedlevels.”

PHENOMENAL GROWTH

In his presidential address at the
event, RS Sodhi, President, IDA,
stated that the meet had re-
turned to Gujarat after 27 years.

In this period, milk production
has grown from 71 million
tonnes (mt) to 222 mt.

The event’s chief guest,
Parshottam Rupala, Union Min-
ister for animal husbandry and
dairying, said, “Our average milk
yield is 2.5 to 3 litres and still we
are the world’s top dairy produ-
cer. We need to resolve to make
this average yield to 10 litres and
improve our breeds accordingly.
We need to take up this mission
to achieve higher yield and be-
come cost competitive.”

Under the theme of “India
Dairy to the world: Opportunit-
ies & Challenges”, Piercristiano
Brazzale, President of the Inter-
national Dairy Federation (IDF),
and Meenesh Shah, Chairman,
the National Dairy Development
Board (NDDB), addressed the

Gandhinagar, Mar 18 (PTI) Union Cooperation Minister Amit Shah on Saturday said that
India should set a target to contribute 330 million metric tonnes (MMT), or 33 per cent of global
milk production by 2033-34, stressing the need to also produce milk by the masses.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi's government is working for the 360-degree growth of the
dairy sector, Shah said at the 45th Dairy Industry Conference organised by Indian Dairy
Association here.

“We should not content ourselves with becoming the world’s largest milk producing country.
If two lakh new primary milk producing committees are formed (at panchayat level), then in
coming years, there is the possibility of India becoming the contributor of 33 per cent of global
milk production.” Shah said, while calling for the need to explore this possibility.

“We have to move ahead t0 achieve the target of producing 330 MMT. or 33 per cent of milk
globally by 2033-34,” he said. According 1o the Indian Dairy Association, the country’s milk
production is now 220 MMT.

“To achieve this, the central government and state governments. as well as cooperative
movements should work together. We have to make production by masses a ground reality
while maintaining mass production,” he said.
